Absentee Voting 
in North Carolina 

Any North Carolina registered voter may 
request, receive and vote a mail-in ballot. 
No excuse or reason is needed. NC voters 
must request a ballot using the NC Absentee 
Request Form. There are two ways to access 
and submit this form:  

1. Online using the NC Absentee Ballot 
Portal 

2. On Paper with the NC Absentee Ballot 
Request Form and mail to PO Box 
1565 Raeford, NC 28376 or drop off in 
person at the BOE Office located at 
227 N Main St. Raeford, NC 28376
